L’Association Henri Capitant fut fondée en 1935, sous l'autorité de Henri Capitant,
Professeur a la Faculté de droit de Paris, par un groupe de juristes de différents
pays de langue francgaise: Belgique, Luxembourg, Québec, Suisse, etc.

Aussi le fut-elle sous le nom d’Association des Juristes de Langue Frangaise. Par
la suite, tout en conservant I'emploi de la langue frangaise dans ses réunions, elle
s'ouvrit a des juristes de pays non francophones et devint alors I'Association Henri
Capitant pour la Culture Juridique Frangaise. Plus tard, pour marquer qu’elle n'est
animée par aucun esprit de propagande, elle prit le nom qui reste le sien aujourd’hui:
celui d’Association Henri Capitant des Amis de la Culture Juridique Frangaise.

L’Association est reconnue d'utilité publique en France, par décret du Gouvernement
en Conseil d’Etat en date du 12 juillet 1939.

A ce jour, elle a tissé des liens intellectuels et amicaux avec des groupes ou
correspondants étrangers dans plus de 50 pays: elle constitue aujourd’hui le
premier réseau international de tradition civiliste.

’Association Henri Capitant a tissé des liens scientifiques et amicaux avec des
groupes ou des correspondants étrangers dans plus de 50 pays, représentant
quatre continents.

Elle associe activement ces groupes a ses activités de recherche scientifique, de
modernisation du droit et de diffusion de la tradition civiliste, et organise plusieurs
fois par an des réunions, virtuelles ou physiques, des présidents et secrétaires
généraux de groupes.

Athanasia Sykiotou, Professeure de sciences criminelles a I'Université Démocrite
de Thrace, décédée prématurément en décembre 2025, qui fut Membre du Conseil
d’Administration du Groupe Hellénique.

The Henri Capitant Association was founded in 1935, under the leadership of Henri
Capitant, Professor at the Faculty of Law of Paris, by a group of jurists from various
French-speaking countries, including Belgium, Luxembourg, Quebec, Switzerland,
and others. It was initially established under the name Association of French-
Speaking Jurists. Subsequently, while continuing to use the French language in
its meetings, the Association opened its membership to jurists from non-French-
speaking countries and accordingly adopted the name Henri Capitant Association
for French Legal Culture. Later, in order to emphasize that it is not motivated by any
spirit of propaganda, it adopted the name it bears today: Henri Capitant Association
of Friends of French Legal Culture.



The Association was recognized as being of public utility in France by a decree of
the Government in the Conseil d’Etat dated 12 July 1939.

To date, the Association has established intellectual and collegial ties with groups
or correspondents in more than fifty countries, and it now constitutes the world’s
foremost international network within the civil law tradition. These scientific and
friendly relationships extend across four continents.

The Association actively involves these groups in its activities related to scientific
research, the modernization of law, and the dissemination of the civil law tradition.
It also organizes several meetings each year—whether virtual or in person—bringing
together the presidents and secretaries-general of the various groups.

The LLM Programme in International and European Legal Studies (IELS) consists
of two separate LLM Courses:

a) European Private Law and

b) Private Law and Business Transactions.

The European Private Law course provides an advanced and comprehensive study
in the most important contemporary private law issues. Our approach to teaching
and assessment seeks to provide students with a strong background in core
subjects, while also preparing them for ‘real world’ scenarios related to this field.

In the Private Law and Business Transactions course, students will be offered a
wide variety of intensive modules which cover the whole range of modern private
transactions, with a particular focus on the developments of EU legislation and case
law. It seeks to provide students with a solid doctrinal and practical background
which would allow them to successfully cope with the ever-demanding academic
and professional environment, while developing their careers at the highest level of
national and international practice.

Overall, the LL.M. programme provides its students with an in-depth understanding
and a hands on knowledge of European and International Private Law. The IELS
students will benefit from the strong network and various activities of the European
Law School Network (ELS) and its participating Universities, comprising of the
Humboldt Universitat in Berlin, King's College, La Sapienza University in Rome, the
University of Amsterdam, the Universidade Catdlica Portuguesa in Lisbon, Paris-
Panthéon-Assas Université and Autonomous University of Madrid.

The LL.M. programme in International and European legal studies runs for 12
months (October to September). The taught part of the program takes place during
the Winter and Spring semester. During the two semesters, a total of nineteen (19)
courses are taught, of which six (6) are defined as core modules and the remaining
thirteen (13) as optional modules. The optional modules are common to both
specialisations of the Programme. Successful completion of a minimum of four
(4) modules is required to complete each semester of study. At least two (2) of
these modules are selected from the list of core modules that are compulsory for
each specialisation per semester of study, while the remaining two (2) can be freely
selected either from the list of core modules for each specialisation per semester
of study, or from the list of optional modules per semester of study, which are
common to both specialisations.

To earn the LL.M. degree, students must complete both semesters and submit a
dissertation in their chosen field under the supervision of academic staff.
